3. Complete a rough draft prior to beginning your final draft to ensure that you 

have worked out all the kinks. 
4. Determine how you will include the following into your final draft: 

a. Title of the map 
b. A key or legend that includes a symbol for each character and object 
c. A scale for distances (use your best judgment). 
d. Other items you think are important to “tell” the story in a picture map
